11/8/09          Ephesians 2:8-9

“God is gracious and compassionate…”  (Psalm 145:8a)

Grace is when God gives us what we don’t deserve…blessing.  

Mercy is when God doesn’t give us what we do deserve…punishment.

1. SALVATION IS A FREE GIFT BECAUSE OF GOD’S GRACE.  (v. 8)

“God saved you by his grace when you believed.  And you can’t take credit for this; it is a gift  
from God.”  (Ephesians 2:8 NLT)

A. Grace was Initiated by God.

“It is a gift of God”

 B. Grace is Implemented by Faith.

“God saves you by His grace when you believed.”

2. SALVATION IS A GENEROUS GIFT BECAUSE OF GOD’S GRACE. (v. 9)

“Salvation is not a reward for the good things we have done, so none of us can boast about it.”

 A. It is Impossible to Earn Salvation by Good Works.

“Salvation is not a reward for the good things we have done.”

 B. It is Intolerable to Boast About Good Works.

“So none of us can boast about it.”

3. SALVATION IS A GLORIOUS GIFT BECAUSE OF GOD’S GRACE. (v. 10)

“For we are God’s masterpiece.  He has created us anew in Christ Jesus, so we can do the good 
things he planned for us long ago.”

A. Grace Restores Our Relationship With God.

“For we are God’s masterpiece.”

B. Grace Repairs Our Relationship With God.

“He has created us anew in Christ Jesus.”

C. Grace Releases Our Relationship for Service.
